2. A tárgy célja és feladatai
The Practical English Grammar course aims to develop students’ level of proficiency of the target language with special focus on different areas of the English Grammar. It is offered in the hope that students will have plenty of opportunities to practice various points of grammar in order to acquire the knowledge and skills necessary for teachers of English as a foreign language. 

The syllabus has the following main features:

Aim:

· to get the students familiarize with the necessary terminology in English Grammar;

· to provide knowledge about the grammatical system of the English language; 

·  to provide appropriate amount of practice for reaching grammatical accuracy in all areas the course covers, to develop skills enabling students to communicate in a grammatically correct way; 

· to reach grammatical competency on level C1;

· to get the students acquainted through demonstration with different methods of grammar teaching 

In addition to traditional grammar teaching the course wishes to examine and practise the use of grammar in authentic passages and audio materials. Special attention should be paid to pronunciation and spelling of the most difficult grammatical forms. 
Course requirements. 

A tárgy teljesítése révén a hallgatónak / By the end of the course the students should 
know: morphology and syntax of the English language;
be able:
· to recognise, form and use both in formal and informal style the topic areas of the English Grammar taught during the course;

· to know the theoretical material (grammar rules) and be able to apply them in communication; 
· to be able to recognise parts of speech and parts of the sentence, to distinguish different types of sentences;
· to be able to analyse simple, compound and complex sentences
Students are expected to be able to use the material in situations and everyday communication as well as to know the theoretical material.

Assessment will be in the form of random tests and mid-term tests containing at lest one theoretical question. The extent and the quality of class participation will be ta ken into consideration for the final grade. During the course and at the end of it an exam is to be taken. The overall grade is taken into account at the exam where students are expected to show their knowledge of the theoretical material taught during the term as nwell as practical skills in the areas covered.

          The same requirements are applied for correspondent students. Two module test are required to be written as a home assignment and must be handed in at least two weeks before the end-term examination.
